The Annual General Meeting of Metso Corporation 2008 will be held at 3:00 p.m. on Tuesday, March 31, 2009 at Helsinki Fair 
Centre (Messuaukio 1, 00520 Helsinki, Finland). Shareholders who are entered as shareholders in the Corporation’s shareholder 
register maintained by the Finnish Central Securities Depository Ltd. by March 20, 2009 shall have the right to participate in the 
Annual General Meeting. The meeting will be held in Finnish, but simultaneous interpretation in English will be provided.

Registration

Registration of notices to attend begins on February 27, 2009. Shareholders who wish to participate in the meeting should notify 
the Corporation of their intention to participate by no later than 4:00 p.m. on March 25, 2009. A notice of participation can be 
submitted at www.metso.com, by phone at +358 10 80 8300, by fax at +358 20 484 3125, or by mail to Metso Corporation, Ritva 
Tyventö-Saari, P.O. Box 1220, FI-00101 Helsinki. In connection with the registration, a shareholder should notify his/her name, 
personal identification number or company identification number, address, telephone number and the name of a possible 
assistant, authorized representative or statutory representative. The personal data given is used only in connection with the 
Annual General Meeting and with the processing of related registrations. Notices of participation must be received by the above-
mentioned deadline. Any powers of attorney should also be sent to the above address during the same registration period.

Payment of dividends

The Board of Directors proposes to the Annual General Meeting that a dividend of EUR 0.70 per share be paid for 2008. The Board 
is further proposing to the Annual General Meeting to authorize the Board to pay at its discretion an additional dividend later in 
the year 2009 in the amount not exceeding EUR 0.68 per share should Metso’s financial position support the distribution of such 
additional dividend. The dividend will be paid to those shareholders who are entered in the Corporation’s shareholder register 
maintained by the Finnish Central Securities Depository Ltd. on the record date.
